examination in foreign countries shall be considered as Foreign students. )

with a GPA 4.00 out of 5.00 or its equivalent score and the Higher Seccndary Certificate
(H.8.C) examination or izs equivalent in 2017 or later, or GCE "A" level examination

after November 2016 or later, are eligible to apply, subject to fulfiliment Of other eligibility
criteria and conditions.

) Candidates must have passed Higher Secondary or its equivalent examination with
minimum "A" grades or 70% marks in ‘V"'hsmaiics Physics, Chemistry and
Inglish. If the transcript contains both letter and numerical grades, then the letter grade
