Eligibility Requirements

The conditions for eligibility will be as per details mentioned in the application
guidelines for the MEXT Scholarship which can be consulted on the Ministry’s
website:

Applicants must have been born on or after 2 April 1984.

Candidates must be willing to learn Japanese prior to starting the respective
academic programs.

Selected candidates will be expected to undergo a paper test and interview to
ascertain their level of Japanese Language along with their subject knowledge.
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An applicant who has Japanese nationality at the time of application is not
eligible. However, persons with dual nationality who hold Japanese nationality
and whose place of residence at the time of application is outside of Japan are
eligible to apply as long as they choose the nationality of the foreign country and
give up their Japanese nationality by the date of their arrival in Japan.
